Ramayana [story of Ram], classical Sanskrit epic of India, probably was composed in the 3d century BC. It is 
based on numerous legends and is the work of Valmiki, one of the minor characters. The epic was revised and 
set down in its best-known form by the poet Tulsi Das (1532-1623) in Avadhi, a regional language. The Tulsi 
Das Ramayana is one of the most popular scripture of Hindu religion. 
“Naanaa Purana nigamaa sammatam yad Raamaayane nigaditam kvacidanyato ‘pi 
svaantah sukhaaya tulasi Raghunaathagaatha bhaashaani bandhamati manjulamaatanoti” 
“For the gratification of his own self, Tulasi Dasa brings forth this very elegant composition relating in common parlance 
the story of the Lord of Raghus, which is in accord with the various Puranas, Vedas and Agamas and incorporates what has 
been recorded in the Ramayana of Valmiki and other sources.
