Swami Nityananda was trained from child-
hood by the renowned Siddha Guru, Baba
Muktananda. In 1981, Baba Muktananda
declared Nityananda his successor and 
in 1982, transferred to him and Swami
Chidvilasananda all his power and knowledge.
Swami Nityananda is dedicated to guiding
seekers to the direct experience of divinity
through chanting, meditation, and spiritual
study of sacred works, as taught by the great
sages, and in particular by his Guru lineage 
of Swami Muktananda and the great Swami
Nityananda of Vajreshwari. In 1995, at the age
of 32, at a traditional ceremony in Haridwar,
India, the Acharyas and Saints of the Dashnami
tradition, established by Adi Shankaracharya
in the 8th century AD, installed him as a
Mahamandaleshwar of the Mahanirvani
Akhara. He is the youngest person in history
to have received this exalted spiritual title.
